Strangely enough, the one book in the Bible called The Revelation is 
regarded by many as a cryptic collection of unsolvable mysteries. Even many Bible 
scholars have concluded that this final book of the Bible is a concealment of truth (or 
even the work of a psychotic mind) rather than a revelation of truth. In this study we 
will explode that myth and discover that The Revelation is just what it claims to be—a 
clear disclosure of vital truth that God intends for us to understand.   
 
A Revelation, Not A Concealment 
 
Revelation 1:1-3—1The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His 
servants—things which must shortly take place. And He sent and signified it by His 
angel to His servant John, 2who bore witness to the word of God, and to the testimony 
of Jesus Christ, to all things that he saw. 3Blessed is he who reads and those who hear 
the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written in it; for the time is 
near.

Six Basic Rules of Bible Study 
 
No. 1—Compare Scripture With Scripture 
 
Isaiah 28:9-10—9Whom will He teach knowledge? And whom will He make to 
understand the message? Those just weaned from milk? Those just drawn from the 
breasts? 10For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept, line upon line, line 
upon line, here a little, there a little. 
 
No. 2—Rightly Divide The Word of Truth 
 
2 Timothy 2:15—Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a worker who does 
not need to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 
 
No. 3—Allow the Bible to Decode Its Own Symbols 
 
2 Peter 1:20-21—20Knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture is of any private 
interpretation, 21for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God 
spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.

No. 3—Humble Dependence on the Holy Spirit 
 
1 Corinthians 2:10-14—10But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the 
Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God… 11no one knows the things of 
God except the Spirit of God. 12Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but 
the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given 
to us by God. 13…the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 
14But the natural man does not receive the things of the Sprit of God, for they are 
foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  
 
No. 5—Obey What You Learn 
 
John 7:17—If anyone wills to do His will, he shall know concerning the doctrine, 
whether it is from God or whether I speak on My own authority. 
 
James 1:22—But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.  
 
No. 6—Keep Christ Center Stage 
 
John 5:39—You search the Scriptures, for in them you think you have eternal life; and 
these are they which testify of Me.  
 
Revelation 1:12-18—12Then I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And having 
turned I saw seven golden lampstands, 13and in the midst of the seven lampstands One 
like the Son of Man, clothed with a garment down to the feet and girded about the 
chest with a golden band. 14His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, 
and His eyes like a flame of fire; 15His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in a 
furnace, and His voice as the sound of many waters; 16He had in His right hand seven 
stars, out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword, and His countenance was like 
the sun shining in its strength. 17And when I saw Him, I fell at His feet as dead. But He 
laid His right hand on me, saying to me, “Do not be afraid; I am the First and the Last. 
18I am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore. Amen. And I 
have the keys of Hades and of Death.” 
 
Psalm 77:13—Your way, O God, is in the sanctuary. 
 
John 14:6—Jesus said to him, “I am the Way, the Truth, and the Life. No one comes 
to the Father except through Me.”

An impure woman/harlot=a false or apostate church. 
Revelation 17; Hosea 2:5; 3:1. 
 
Winds=strife and war. Revelation 7:1; Daniel 7; 
Zechariah 7:14; Jeremiah 25:31-33 
  
Day=a year. Daniel 8:14; Ezekiel 4:6; Numbers 14:34 
 
Horn=power, strength, king or kingdom. Daniel 8:5, 
21-22; Deuteronomy 33:17 
 
Lamb=Jesus sacrificed for us. Revelation 5:6; John 
1:29
